NETA will Distribute 26 HD Half-Hours of Learn- to- Draw TV Set in September
July   2009
Robert Neustadt Productions of Northbrook, IL announces the National Educational Telecommunications Association (NETA) will distribute 26  new half-hours of “Mark Kistler’s Imagination Station” in Fall of 2009 to public television stations nationwide   Shot in HD before a live studio audience, the popular  ‘how to draw in 3-D”  TV series is based on Kistler’s books published by Simon & Schuster and Da Capo Press, and his on-line art academy designed for teachers and kids ages 6-14.

The new episodes will be offered exclusively to all 330 public TV stations in 2009 before being syndicated or distributed overseas. Previously, Kistler’s high-energy shows aired on over 150 stations from Los Angeles to Long Island. (SOURCE: Westlink)

At age 21, Kistler hosted his first national TV series, “The Secret City” in 1986. He now enjoys an almost ‘cult following’ on the Internet.  Notable Kistler alumni include DC Comics artists, Miley Cyrus(“Hannah Montana”) and  Rex Grignon, Animation Supervisor at Dreamworks for “Shrek” and “Madagascar.”  Grignon and a team of dedicated graduate students and professors at San Jose State University designed a brand new animated open for this series.  

“I truly believe that learning to draw by adding depth and igniting kids’ imaginations will build self-esteem and allow them to excel in all subjects, says Kistler.”  His bounce-off-the-wall enthusiasm for architecture, literature, space travel and the natural world continues to inspire teachers and kids both on TV and during raucous school assemblies. Kistler also hosts summer camps in 12 cities.

Returning to the series is “The Master’s Gallery” where Mark briefly explains great works of art on loan from The Art Institute of Chicago and acclaimed museums in Grand Rapids, Toledo and Columbus, Ohio. 

Producer Neustadt teamed up with Mark Kistler to produce 65 half hours of the same series in California and New Mexico.  This new version created a unique partnership with the Digital Game Design and Animation school at Ferris State University in Grand Rapids, Michigan. Students served in various crew positions and created animations that illustrate Mark’s “Renaissance Words,” the  keys to adding depth and perspective to drawing.  Other contributors include The Sheldon Family, ITT College in Sylmar California, San Jose State University and The Savannah College of Art and Design. “Mark Kistler’s Imagination Station” is seeking representation for additional distribution and underwriting.

Neustadt has also produced and/or directed for Discovery, Fox, NBC, Towers Productions, Orbis’ “Better Homes & Gardens” and “Ron Hazelton’s Housecalls” and various corporations and non-profits. This is his first series shot primarily HD. 
The series was directed and co-edited by Doug Devore and Wendy Van Wazer of San Jose, California, owners of the award-winning company Digital Turbulence.
